4. Are you willing to admit your communication weaknesses,
recognize recurring themes, confess to God and those you
have offended, and commit to new patterns of talk? (All of
this is based on embracing Christ's promise that his strength
is made perfect in our weakness.)

5. Are you able to humbly consider what others point out as sin
in your talk? Or do you deny, rationalize, turn the tables,
shift blame, or wallow in your failure?

6. Do you daily thank the Lord for his provision, and the hope it
gives that you can speak in a way that blesses others and
glorifies him?
